Connecticut’s Early Learning and Development Standards (CT ELDS) are statements of what children from birth to age five should know and be able to do at various ages across their earliest years of development. These learning progressions serve as guides for the adults who support children’s growth and development over time, providing a basis for planning experiences and providing support through the early childhood years. Connecticut’s ELDS will serve as the foundation for supporting ALL young children, no matter where they live, play and learn.
